Dear Mr. Slocum:


You have forwarded for our review a request from Peter Bagatelos on behalf of the Heritage Site Plan Initiative, Sponsored by Half Moon Bay Heritage Company, Ltd. (the "Committee"), concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Mr. Bagatelos has requested that the Committee's 21-day post-qualification campaign statement be combined with the second pre-election campaign statement due in connection with the November 3, 1992 election.


Section 84205 provides:


The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit candidates and committees to file campaign statements combining statements and reports required to be filed by this title.


According to Mr. Bagatelos' letter, the Committee is required under Section 84200.5(f) to file a post-qualification campaign statement no later than October 28, 1992.  The Committee also is required to file pre-election campaign statements in connection with the November 3, 1992, election.  (Section 84200.7.)  As a result, the Committee's post-qualification campaign statement will cover a period of four days.  Under these circumstances, we believe it is appropriate to combine the post-qualification statement with the second pre-election statement.  Therefore, the Committee may use the following filing schedule:
