Dear Ms. Choye:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the filing obligations of California Coastal Commissioner Diana Doo under the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  (Government Code Sections 81000-91015.)


Ms. Doo was an alternate commissioner with the California Coastal Commission until May 12, 1992, when she replaced Mark Nathanson as a commissioner.  You asked if Ms. Doo is required to file a leaving office statement as a former alternate commissioner and an assuming office statement as a newly appointed commissioner.


Since there was no break in service between the time she held the position of alternate commissioner and the time she was appointed as a commissioner, Ms. Doo is not required to complete a leaving office statement or an assuming office statement.


You also asked what date should be use as the leaving office date for Mark Nathanson.  The leaving office date is the date the official no longer receives compensation from the agency.
