You have requested advice on behalf of the Citizens Against Safety-Kleen concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act")

QUESTION


Does Citizens Against Safety-Kleen meet the Act's definition of a committee?

CONCLUSION


Citizens Against Safety-Kleen does not meet the Act's definition of a committee.

FACTS


You are a member of an organization called the Citizens Against Safety-Kleen.  The purpose of the organization is to stop the location of a hazardous waste facility.  The organization col-lects funds to pay for fliers, information sheets, voice mail, postal box and room rental.  The organization's objective is to educate people so they will actively oppose the location of a hazardous waste facility.  The final decision on the location of the facility will go before the city council.

ANALYSIS


Section 82013(a) states that "committee" means any person of combination persons who directly or indirectly receives contribu-tions totaling $1,000 or more in a calendar year.  Section 82015 and Regulation 18215 provide that a contribution is any monetary or nonmonetary payment made for political purposes for which full and adequate consideration is not made to the donor.  A payment is made for political purposes if it is:


...For the purpose of influencing or attempting to influence


the action of the voters for or against the nomination or


election of a candidate or candidates, or the qualification


or passage of any measure.







Regulation 18215 (a) (1).


According to the facts presented in your letter, it appears that the activities of Citizens Against Safety-Kleen have not resulted in it qualifying as a committee under the Act.  Therefore, it is not required to file campaign disclosure state-ments.
