You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Because your letter does not identify the person with duties under the Act on whose behalf you are writing, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance.


Your letter of March 26, 1993, correctly summarizes my advice that a payment made by a hotel in settlement of a law suit filed against it by a candidate's controlled committee is not a contribution under the Act so long as the settlement is not made for political purposes and is of the type that would be made by the hotel in resolving any law suit brought against the hotel by any hotel customer.
