Dear Mr. Olson:


This will confirm telephone assistance I provided to you concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  


Section 84205 provides:


The Commission may by regulation or written advice

permit candidates and committees to file campaign

statements combining statements and reports required

to be filed by this title.


Special run-off elections will be held on April 27, 1993, to fill various vacant legislative seats.  Certain general purpose recipient committees have made contributions to candidates running in the elections, triggering the requirement to file both a supplemental pre-election campaign statement pursuant to Section 84202.5 and the special odd-year campaign statement pursuant to Section 84202.7.


During our telephone conversation, I advised you that it would be appropriate for such committees to combine these two reports, filing one campaign statement covering the period January 1, 1993 (or the day after the closing date of the last supplemental pre-election campaign statement filed) through April 10, 1993.  The campaign statement (including Supplemental Pre-Election Campaign Form 495) will be due no later than April 15, 1993.
