Sacramento County will conduct a special election on May 25, 1993 which may be followed on July 27, 1993, by a special run-off election to fill the vacant seat in the 5th Assembly District.    Because the filing period for the second pre-election statement for the run-off election will overlap with the first semi-annual filing period, candidates, their controlled committees and committees which are primarily formed to support or oppose candidates in the special election and/or the special run-off election should file campaign disclosure statements according to the following schedules:
