Dear Assemblyman Polanco:


We have received your two letters dated April 9, 1993, requesting written confirmation of the telephone advice I provided to Mr. Marco Firebaugh of your office on April 9, 1993, regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  (Government Code Sections 81000-91015.)


Your letters accurately summarize the advice that I provided to Mr. Firebaugh.  I advised Mr. Firebaugh that your controlled committee may make unlimited independent expenditures to produce a video in support of a candidate running in the Los Angeles mayoral election.  I also advised Mr. Firebaugh that the photograph provided to your committee by an agent of the candidate for use in the video would not, by itself, result in the video being deemed a contribution to the candidate.  This advice is based on the conclusions and analyses contained in the enclosed FPPC advice letters issued to Judith Sproul Davis, No. I-90-173, and Robert E. Leidigh, No. I-92-547.  Mr. Firebaugh received faxed copies of these two letters on April 9, 1993.
