Dear Mr. Knox:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you on behalf of the members of the California-Nevada Super Speed Ground Transportation Commission (the "SST Commission")  concerning the conflict of interest disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  


Your letter dated July 21, 1993, correctly summarizes my advice that the SST Commissioners will not be required to file leaving office statements of economic interests (Form 730) unless legislation re-authorizing the SST Commission is defeated or vetoed.  You indicated that you expect the legislation to be considered and approved sometime in late August.  Therefore, if approved, the SST Commissioners will continue to file annual statements of economic interests no later than April 1 each year.
