Dear Mr. Bagatelos:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice concerning the campaign provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Because your letter does not identify the person with duties under the Act on whose behalf you are writing, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance.


Your letter of September 30, 1993, correctly summarizes my advice.  A corporate entity's sponsored statewide general purpose recipient committee is not required to file campaign disclosure statements on the same pre-election schedule as the corporate independent expenditure committee and its sponsored, primarily formed city ballot measure committee.  During 1993, state   

general purpose recipient committees are not required to file regular pre-election statements but may be subject to special filing requirements.  (1992/93 Campaign Disclosure Information Manual C, pages 19 and 50.)
