Dear Ms. Calvert:


This is to confirm telephone assistance provided to you regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  This letter constitutes written advice under Section 84205, which states:


The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit 



candidates and committees to file campaign statements 




combining statements and reports required to be filed by this 


title. 


Citizens for Positive Planning has circulated petitions to qualify a referendum and an initiative for the April 12, 1994 ballot.  The deadline for submitting the referendum petitions was November 24, 1993, and the deadline for submitting the initiative petitions will be March 14, 1994.  You have asked when the committee should file its post-qualification campaign statements as well as those required in connection with the April election.  Currently, Government Code Section 84200.5 requires committees which are primarily formed to support the qualification of a ballot measure to file a post-qualification statement 21 days after the deadline for filing petitions.  However, the law has been amended effective January 1, 1994, eliminating the filing of post-qualification statements for ballot measure committees.  (Chapter 796, Stats. 1993.)  As a result, Citizens for Positive Planning must file a post-qualification statement in 1993 but will have no such obligation in 1994.  The committee should be filing on the following schedule:
