Dear Ms. Magnie:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided  to you regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act.  Since your request is one for general information, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c).


Your letter dated August 1, 1994, correctly summarizes my advice.  Based on the information you have provided, the City of Sebastopol's campaign ordinance does not place limits on campaign contributions, and the candidates are not running in a special election.  Thus the transfer ban of Proposition 73 does not apply.  Because the transfer ban does not apply, three city council candidates involved in a single fundraising event are not restricted from transferring funds and reimbursing each other's committees for expenses incurred in connection with the event.  If the proceeds of the event will be disbursed between the candidates, it will be necessary to notify the contributors of this intent.
