Dear Ms. Dunham:


This letter confirms the telephone advice you received from this office regarding Assemblyman Weggeland's travel arrangements in Japan.


You related that Assemblyman Weggeland is presently in Japan attending a conference sponsored by agencies of the government of Japan.  The Assemblyman's travel and accommodations for this conference are paid by those government agencies.  The Assemblyman has been asked to attend further conferences with local officials in the Osaka prefecture.  You inquired whether or not the Assemblyman's acceptance of this further offer of travel and accommodation would be prohibited under the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  


The Assemblyman's acceptance of travel and accommodations from agencies of the government of Japan for the purpose of continuing his trip to Osaka would not violate the provisions of the Act.  Section 89506 exempts this type of travel from the $270 annual gift limit from any single source.  Nevertheless,  the gift is still reportable by Assemblyman Weggeland on his annual statement of economic interests.  We enclose a copy of the applicable regulatory provisions.


If you have any further questions regarding application of the Act's provisions to Assemblyman Weggeland, this office remains available to assist you.
