Dear Mr. Beals:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act. Because your questions are general inquiries, we are treating your letter as a request for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c)(3).


Your letter accurately summarizes my advice that the mass mailing sender identification provision of the Political Reform Act does not pertain to billboard advertisements. The Act contains no provisions requiring identification of the "sponsor" or supporting committee of a candidate on a billboard advertisement.


In addition, as long as the bonus or discount given to a candidate or committee is provided as part of the standard business policy of the commercial advertiser to its customers, and is not provided for political purposes, the bonus or discount is not a contribution to the candidate or committee.
