Dear Ms. Winslow:


You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you on behalf of members of the Solano County Central Committee concerning the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Since your request is one for general information, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c).


Your letter dated October 3, 1994, correctly summarizes my advice that elected and appointed central committee members who pay dues are required to file campaign disclosure statements.  The dues paid by members to a county central committee are considered contributions under the Act.


Members of the central committee who raise or spend less than $1,000 in a calendar year must annually file a Form 470, until they leave the position and file the termination form, Form 416.  If these officials raise or spend over $1,000 in a calendar year, they will incur additional filing obligations.
