Dear Mr. Levine:


We write in response to your October 7, 1994, request for conflict-of-interest advice under the Political Reform Act (the "Act") which encompasses Government Code Sections 81000-91015.


The Act regulates the conduct of public officials.  Public officials include every member, officer, and employee or consultant, as defined in Commission regulations, of a state or local government agency.  (Section 82048.)  As you are a private employee, albeit of a public official, your conduct is not regulated under the Act.  Consequently, there can be no conflict of interest, as defined in Section 87100 of the Act, based on your personal investments.


As you note in your letter, your employer, Mr. Epstein, will receive no financial interest in your investment.  Therefore, the facts raised in your request do not present a possible conflict for your employer.  We have enclosed some general information on conflict of interest laws administered by our agency.
