You have requested confirmation of telephone advice provided to you regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Since your request is one for general information, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance pursuant to Regulation 18329(c).


Your letter dated November 4, 1994, correctly summarizes my advice.  If there was any understanding with a vendor that Tony Miller For Secretary of State 1994 would be allowed time beyond the normal 30 day grace period to pay an invoice, the goods or services received from the vendor would be considered an in-kind loan.  If a loan aggregating $1,000 or more from a single source is received within the late contribution/late independent expenditure reporting period, it is necessary to file a late contribution report.
