Dear Ms. Lofgren:


You had requested informal assistance concerning the duties of Councilmember Glenn Fait pursuant to the conflict of interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  However, in a telephone conversation on April 11, 1995, you confirmed that Councilmember Fait had already participated in the decision which was the subject of the request for advice.  We agreed that I would not be responding to the questions concerning Councilmember Fait's responsibilities under the Act.


You had also asked whether an ad hoc committee proposed by the city council would constitute a "project area committee" within the meaning of Regulation 18702.1(a)(3)(D).  As I 

explained during the telephone conversation on April 11, 1995, Section 33385, et seq. of the Health and Safety Code describes the procedure for the formation and establishment of a "project area committee."  The Commission does not provide advice regarding provisions of the Health and Safety Code; you must make the determination whether the ad hoc committee is a "project area committee" formed pursuant to Section 33385, et seq. of the Health and Safety Code.
