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Commission Advice Regarding Disclosure of Community Property Interest in Spouse's Income (M-95-213)


The Christiansen Advice Letter, I-87-019, states in part that a spouse's reluctance to disclose sources of income may excuse the official from his or her reporting obligations regarding the community property interest in that income.  This advice is no longer valid.


A public official has a duty under the Act to report all sources of income in excess of $250, including the community property interest in the income of a spouse.  A spouse's refusal to provide the information necessary for disclosure does not excuse non-compliance with the Act's requirements.
