Dear Mr. Smith:


You have requested confirmation of advice given to you by telephone regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act (the "Act").  Since you are requesting general advice, we are treating your request as one for informal assistance.


In your letter you ask if the activity of "networking" for a particular candidate or issue will result in the creation of a committee which would be subject to the reporting requirements of the Act.  You indicate that you and your associates intend to call friends or other associates to discuss the support or opposition of candidates or issues.  A part of that discussion may include encouraging people to make contributions of time or money to particular candidates or causes.  You have also indicated that in all cases the people contacted through this telephone network will make their checks payable directly to the candidates or committees being supported.  In some cases the checks will be sent directly to the candidates or committees, but in other cases checks may be collected by one of the networking associates to be forwarded on to the recipient.


Your letter correctly states my advice that the activities indicated in your letter will not result in the creation of a committee as defined in the Act and will not result in any filing obligations under the Act.
