The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit candidates and committees to file campaign statements combining statements and reports required to be filed by this title.

Important Notes:

--    The period covered by any campaign statement begins on the day after the closing date of the last statement filed.  If no previous statement has been filed during the calendar year, the period covered by the first pre-election statement should begin

January 1, 1995.

--
Effective January 1, 1996, a candidate or committee that makes a late "in-kind" contribution must notify the recipient of the amount of the contribution within 24 hours.  The recipient of a late "in-kind" contribution must file a late contribution report within 48 hours of the time the contribution was received. 

--
Candidates and committees that will not be involved in the March 26, 1996 election are not required to file the pre-election statements due February 15th and March 14th.  Instead they will file a semi-annual statement in connection with the recall election covering the period January 21 through June 30, 1996, which is due by July 31, 1996.
