This letter is in response to your request for advice regarding the provisions of the Political Reform Act (the “Act”).
  On January 6, 1998, the Federal District Court for the Eastern District of California issued a preliminary injunction barring further enforcement of any provision of Proposition 208.  We do not know how long the injunction will be in effect.  Some provisions may be permanently enjoined while others may not.

Under the circumstances, we must decline to respond to your request.  (Regulation 18329(b)(8)(F).)  If the injunction is lifted from that part of Proposition 208 which pertains to your question(s), you may resubmit your advice request at that time.
