This is in response to your question posed to Dixie Howard of this office regarding the campaign disclosure provisions of the Political Reform Act
  This letter constitutes written advice under Section 84205.

Section 84205 provides:

The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit

candidates and committees to file campaign statements combining statements

and reports required to be filed by this title.

A special election has been called for September 1, 1998, to fill the vacancy of Senator Barbara Lee in the 9th Senate District.  The first pre-election campaign statement required to be filed for this seat is due July 23, 1998, and covers the period through July 18, 1998.  The semi-annual statement filing deadline for candidates and committees qualified prior to July 1, 1998, is July 31, 1998.  We believe it appropriate for committees formed prior to July 1 that are candidate-controlled committees running for that office, or committees formed primarily to 

support or oppose candidates running for that office, to file a combined semi-annual and first pre-election statement no later than July 23, 1998, covering a period from January 1, 1998 through July 18, 1998.
