Dear Senator McClintock:

Thank you for your September 18, 2001 request for information on behalf of your constituents regarding the upcoming secession vote in the City of Los Angeles.  

Specifically, you ask whether, in the context of the upcoming secession vote, the election of the new council members is state law or Los Angeles law with regard to fundraising activities.  As you know, the interplay between state and local provisions can be complicated.  The answer to your question depends on many factors, including whether the election you speak of is a state or local election.  Unfortunately, that answer is not governed by the Political Reform Act ("Act").  However, the Commission recently considered the complex issues surrounding the interplay between the Act's reporting requirements and secession groups.  A copy of the staff memorandum prepared for the Commission is enclosed.
