This letter is in response for advice regarding the conflict-of-interest provisions of the Political Reform Act (the “Act”).

CONCLUSION

FACTS


Your elected board officer position specifically is geographical representative for District 2 of the GRVNC (Rose/North beach/Ocean Front Walk), in which paid consultants have pitched and re-pitched RAD/MTA proposals repeated to “the community” which continues to object, overwhelmingly.

The night of 10-25-05, at the Venice High School cafeteria, the Commissioner, a member of the City’s Board of Neighborhood Commissioners (“BONC”), and the GRVNC the President, indicated that the currently set 10-27-05 city planning commission hearing on this case (No. CPC 2005-1002-SPE-ZC-CDP-MEL-ZAA-SPP-SPR) is now slated for continuance (and, thus, will not in fact be open for public comment on 10-27-05 despite widespread public notification of the 10-27-05 hearing).
One part of the commissioner’s presentation was an announcement about hearing continuance for No. CPC 2005-1002-SPE-ZC-CDP-MEL-ZAA-SPP-SPR.  He provided more detailed explanation of what the GRVNC President also indicated as her knowledge about this short-noticed delay via continuance of public comment on the RAD/MTA Case before the city planning commission.

The rest of the Commissioners remarks comprised his presentation on behalf of RAD/MTA, apparently as paid consultant for the developer-applicant in Case No. CPC 2005-1002-SPE-ZC-CDP-MEL-ZAA-SPP-SPR.


The GRVNC President barred you from making meaningful inquiry in the public forum of the Commissioners relationship, financial or otherwise, with the developer-applicant RAD.  Consequently, you cannot provide greater details that may be pertinent to investigation of any RAD/MTA/BONC alliance which opposes the true voice of the community Venice.
