QUESTION


May political party committees combine the March 22 and March 30, 2006, pre-election statements for state and county central committees?
CONCLUSION


Political party committees may combine the March 22 and March 30, 2006, pre-election statements for state and county central committees and may file a single pre-election campaign statement on March 30 covering the period through March 25, 2006.   






ANALYSIS

Effective September 21, 2004, section 84200.5 of the Political Reform Act was amended to require state and county political party committees to file pre-election campaign statements in connection with a state election if the committee receives contributions totaling $1,000 or more, or makes contributions or independent expenditures totaling $500 or more during the period covered by the pre-election statement.  (Section 84200.5(f).)  


A special state election will be held on April 11, 2006, to fill a vacancy in the 35th Senate District, with a special runoff election schedule for June 6, 2006, the date of the 2006 statewide primary election.  As a result, state and county political party committees may be required to file a pre-election campaign statement on March 22 (covering the period through March 17) in connection with the June 6 statewide primary election, and another pre-election campaign statement on March 30 (covering the period March 18 through March 25) in connection with the April 11 election.   The first pre-election statement in connection with the April 11 election is due on March 2, covering the period January 1 through February 25, 2006. 

Section 84205 states:


The Commission may by regulation or written advice permit candidates and committees to file campaign statements combining statements and reports required to be filed by this title.


Pursuant to section 84205, we advise that political party committees may file a single pre-election campaign statement on March 30 covering the period through March 25, 2006.
