Dear Mr. Baber: 

The Fair Political Practices Commission (the "FPPC") enforces the provisions of the 
Political Rcform Act (the "Act"),l found in Government Code section 81000, et seq. This letter 
is in response to a eomplaint filed against the Save the Santee General Plan Committee ("the 
Committee") by Mr. Van Collinsworth that alleged that the Committee failed to file a statement 
of organization prior to making expenditares in eonnection with the Proposition "X" City of 
Santee local ballot measure in 2005. 

We have determined that there is insufficient evidence to find you violated the Act. 
As a result, we are closing this case with this Advisory Letter. 

You should be aware that the Aet requires that committees, as defined in Section 82013 
of the Act, must file a statement of organization and subsequent disclosure statements within 10 
days of receiving $1,000 or morc in contributions. All committees must also file campaign 

disclosure statements that detail each of the contributions received and expenditares made the 
committee. 84200, eL
