Warning Letter Re: FPPC No, 12/074; Pierce Welch, Hespondent

Dear Mr. Welch:

The Fair Pohitical Practices Commuission {the “FPPC™) enforces the provisions of the
Political Reform Act (the “Act™).’ found in Government Code section §1000. et seq. This letter
1$ In response to a referral from your filing officer that alleged vou tailed to file vour Annual
Statement of Economie Interests by the Apnl |, 2011 deadhine. The Act requires that eimplovees
designated in their emplover’s conflict of interest code file Statements of Fconomic Interests
{Form 790) when they assume office. annually thereafter, and within 30 days ot leaving their
position.

We have since learned that vou left vour position as a commissioner with the Disability
Access Commission on January 1. 2012, You were required at that time to file a Leaving Otfice
Statement within 30 davs of leaving your position.

Your failure to file the required statement is a violation of the Act. (Gov. Code § 87204.)
You must immediately file your statement of economic interests with the Commnunssion’s
Technical Assistance Division. This letter serves as a written warning. The information in this
matter witl be retained and may be considered should an enforcement action become necessary
based on newly discovered information or future conduct. Failure to comply with the provisions
of the Act in the future will result in monetary penalties of up to $5.006 tor each violation.

Although the Enforcement Division 1s not seeking a penaity in the current matter, vou are
stifl responsible for any late filing fees assessed by vour filing officer. (Gov, Code
§ 91013
