Your actions violated the Act because you have failed to file a semi-annual statement by

January 31 and December 31 of every vear since August 10, 2003,

discovered information or future conduct. Fatlure to comply with the provisions of the Actin

futire will result in monetary penaltics of up to 35,000 for each violation.
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A warning letter i1s an FPPC case resolution without administrative prosecution or fine,
However, the warning letter resolution does not provide you with the opportunity tor a probable
cause hearing or hearing before an Admanistrative Law Judge or the Fair Political Practices
Commission, If you wish to avail yourself of these proceedings by requesting that vour case
proceed with prosecution rather than a waming, please noufy us within ten {10} days from the
date of this letter. Upon this notification, the FPPC will rescind this wamning letter and proceed
with adnunistrative prosecution of this case. [f we do not reeeive such notification, this warning
letrer will be posted on the FPPC's website ten (10) days from the date of this letter.
