Dear Mr, Gould: 

The Fair Political Practicl!s Commission (the "FPPC") I!nforces the proVISions of the 
Political Refonn Act (thl! "ACC).I found in Government Code section 81000. I!t seq, The Act 
rl!quircs campaign committees to Iile campaign statements at periodic intervals, This Il!tter is in 
response to a referral from thl! California Secretary of Stote that allegl!d that you and your 
committee. the California Ll!udl!rship PAC, failed to timdy till! your semiannual campaign 
disclosure statements, 

The FPPC has completed its investigation of the facts in this case. SpecilicallY.lhe FPPC 
found that thl! Calilornia I.l!adership PAC failed to timely Iile a semiannual campaign statement 
for the period of January I, ::!Oll through June 30. 2011 ''''ith the California Secretary of State. 

Section 84200 of the Act provides that elected officers. candidates, and committees shall 
liIe semiannual campaign statements. In addition to the campaign statements requ ired by Section 
84200. cJcch:d officl!rs. candidates. and committees shall file pre-eJection statements as specified 
in Section 84200.5 by the deadlines set dO\m in Section 84100.7. 

Your actions vio lated the Act because you failed to ti le the aforementioned campaign 
statl!ment by the specified deadline. However, since the outstanding tiling has since been 
submitted to the California Secretary of State afte r you were contacted by the FPPC. and ),ou 
have ti led a tcnninating Statement of Organization (Form 4 10) with the Secretary of State 
retroacti vely tenn inating your committee as of February 28. 2011 . we are closing your case wi lh 
this warning letter. The information in this matter will be retained and may be considered should 
an enforr.:ement action become necessary based on newly discovered infonnation or future

regu latOr)' references are to Title 2. Division 6 of the Ca lifornia Code of Regu lat ions, unless otherwise indicated . 
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conduct. Failure to comply with the provisions of the Act in the future will result in monetary 
penalties of up to $5.000 for each violation. 

Although the FPPC is not seeking a penalty in the current matter. ),OU are still n:quired to 
immediately tile any remaining outstanding statements \"'ith the California Secretary of State. 
You will be responsible for any late filing fees assessed by your ti ling officer. (§ 9 1013.) 

A warning letter is an FPPC COlse resolution without administrative prosecution of fine. 
Howe\'er. the warning letter reso lution does not pro\'ide you with the opportunity for a probable 
cause hearing or hearing before an Administrative Law Judge or the Fair Political Practices 
Commission. If you wish to avail yourself of these proceedings by requesting that your case 
proceed with prosectuion rather than a warni ng. please notify us within ten (10) days from the 
date of this letter. Upon this notification. the FPPC will rescind this warning letter and proceed 
with administrative prosecution of this case. If we do not receive such notilication. this warning 
letter will be posted on the FPPC' s website ten t I 0) days from the date of this lener. 

The FPPC publishes forms and manuals 10 facilitate compliance y,'ith the provisions of 
the Act.
