Dear Mr. Reed: 

The Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) enforces the provisions of the Political Reform 
Act (the Act) found in Government Code section 81000, and following. We received a 
complaint about a mailer that was sent to Arvin residents in connection to Arvin city council 
elections of November 2006. Specifically, the complaint alleged that the wrong sender 
information was displayed on the mailers. After a full investigation, we have found insufficient 
evidence to establish a violation of the Act. As a result, we have decided to close this matter 
with an advisory letter. 

Please be advised, with regards to mass mailings, the Act requires " ... no candidate or committee 
shall send a mass mailing unless the name, street address, and city of the candidate or committee 
are shown on the outside of each piece of mail in the mass mailing ... " (Government Code 
section 84305.) "Mass Mailing" means over two hundred substantiaJly similar pieces of mail 
sent in the same calendar month. (Government Code section 82041.5.) 

Failure to comply with the provisions oflhe Act in the future may result in an entorcement 
action against your client, including monetary penalties of up to $5,000 for each violation. 

The FPPC publishes forms and manuaJs to facilitate compliance with Act. If
